Pozdrav ucastnikom Festivalu gregoridnskeho choralu 2010

Vas tohoroény festival zapada do programu podujati Roka krestanskej kultiiry
na Slovensku. Jednym z hlavnych dévodov iniciovania tohto Roku je vyznam-
né jubileum z nasej narodnej, krestanskej i kultirnej minulosti. Je tomu totiz
prave 1 125 rokov ako zomierajuci sv. Metod ustanovil za svojho néstupcu a
pokradovatela jedného zo svojich uéenikov, sv.

Cyrila a Metoda
vysviteny v roku 868 v Rime za kiiaza, historicky dokument spomina, ze v
rimskych bazilikach vzdavali Bohu vd’aky radostnym spevom. Bol to iste spev
v slovienskej re¢i, ale mézeme predpokladat’, ze spievali aj latinsky gregorian.
Gregoriansky choral by sme mohli oznacit’ za vrchol zapadnej — latinskej krest'anskej kultiry. Jeho neoddelitel'nou
stidastou je prostredie, v ktorom zaznieva, a nim je chrdm so svojou architektirou, vitrazami, sochami i obrazmi;
gregoridn je sucast'ou liturgie, ¢ize oslavy Boha, ktord mu vzdava Cirkev, spritomnend konkrétnym spolocenstvom
a zap4ja do tejto oslavy celé stvorenie. Gregoriansky chorél spritomifuje a vyjadruje prijatt a do hibky premedi-
tovanu vieru, ktora vzbudzuje tie naj$lachetnejsie city a spievajici 'udia vkladaju do slov a melédii choralu celt
vrucnost’ svojho srdca, zamerantl na trojjediného Boha, ktory je Laska.

Nech nam toto historické, umelecké ale najmé duchovné bohatstvo gregorianskeho choralu spritomni aj tohorocny
Festival, nech sa aj v na$ich chrdmoch ozyvaji spevy na Boziu oslavu a ako vd’aka za dar svitého Gorazda.

Greetings to the participants of Gregorian Chant Festival 2010

This year’s festival fits into the cultural activities of the Year of Christian Culture in Slovakia that was established
because of an important anniversary of Slovak national, Christian and cultural history. 1 125 years have passed
since dying st. Methodius appointed st. Gorazd, one of his disciples, to be his successor. He said about Gorazd:
,»This is a free man of your land, good scholar of Latin books and godfearing®. As st. Methodius appreciates directly
Gorazd’s Latin education, we can assume he gained it in Bavarian monastery schools. These schools were lead by
Benedictines who were also dedicated to Gregorian chant.

St. Gorazd had learned the deep spiritual chants and sang them during liturgy. When in 868 in Rome he and other
Cyril and Methodius's disciples were consecrated priests, the old documents say that they thanked to God with joy-
full chants. They must have been in Slavonic language but we can also assume they were singing Latin Gregorian.

We can say Gregorian chant is the summit of Western - Latin Christian culture. It is inseparable from the backround
in which it is sang - church with its architecture, stained glass windows, sculptures and paintings. Gregorian chant
is an integral part of liturgy, which is celebration of God that the Church makes represented by concrete fellowship
and makes the whole creation be part of this celebration. Gregorian chant represents and expresses accepted and
deeply meditated faith that inspires the noblest emotions and those who sing put in the words and melodies the
whole warmth of their hearts focused on trinitarian God who is Love.

May this historical, artistic and especially spiritual wealth of Gregorian chant be revived also by this year’s festival,
may chants resound in our churches to the celebration of God and as an expression of gratitude for the gift of st.
Gorazd. My regards and gratitude to all festival participants and organizers

Together with the ensemble
he regularly takes part in international Gregorian
festivals (Avila, Bratislava, Ravenna).

In 2009 the ensemble presented a
demanding project that included also an overall
reconstruction of liturgy based on Florentine
music sources from 14. century in cooperation
with Giacomo Baroffio.
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
